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We also had two great antennas this year, both homemade. Clair, K6LG, gath-
ered up about 500 feet of wire and this year we only ran one wire over to the riverbed
trees (last year we ran two 500 foot legs as a V-Beam.) The wire went up easily and
we ran the other end over the top of one of the trees next to the station. We used a
ICOM auto tuner to connect the wire to the radio and connected a counterpoise that
was designed to be used on boats to the tuner’s ground. The setup worked great and
we were able to work 20m for the 24 hours straight with very little change in the signal.

For the other station, we put up a dipole fed by ladder line in the center to a
manual tuner. Each leg was about 130 feet long and Chris, KQ6UP, reported that it
worked great on all bands.

We used my trusty spud gun to get the guy lines in the tops of the trees and it
sure made getting our antennas up high an easy feat.

We had a number of officials visit us this year, from city a council member, to a
fire battalion chief, to a county emergency services supervisor. We even had our
ARRL Vice Director, Marty Woll, N6VI, make an appearance.

While the attendance was limited, everyone who attended enjoyed themselves.
We had excellent teamwork in pulling the stations together, as well as breaking things
down at the end. If you were one of the ones that made it out, we thank you for your
support. If you were unable to join us, we're sorry that you missed out on the fun and
we look forward to seeing you next year.
