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Off Road Racing and the Advancement of Amateur Radio Communication Skills 
 
Many of our activities help prepare us for public service, Nets, Field Day, contests 
and providing communications for parades, bike and walk-a-thons help prepare us for 
message handling and operating under difficult conditions. We must be self-motivated 
to pursue our training and public service unlike our paid counterparts in government 
service. We alone select the drills, exercises and incidents we respond to. 
 
Well I am here to offer you an opportunity to take control of your personal training in 
emergency communications under varying field conditions. Each year The Best in the Desert (BITD) organization 
promotes an annual three-day off road race during the month of August across the Nevada desert from Las Vegas 
to Reno. The BITD need amateur radio operators to help with communications over the 1000-mile long off road 
racecourse. 
 
Desert temperatures are usually moderated by breezes and high desert altitudes. Race communications are typi-
cally on VHF bands using simplex and repeaters but HF bands are sometimes used. Locations are road crossing, 
race pits along the route and remote crossroads in the desert. Assignments depend upon your preferences, equip-
ment and ability to negotiate desert roadways. Working this race will give you a unique vantage point to watch one 
of the longest of road races in the United States.

After several delays, South Af-
rica's SumbandilaSat satellite fi-
nally blasted to orbit aboard a 
Soyuz rocket from the Baikonur 
Cosmodrome in Kazakhstan on 
September 16. The main payload 
is a multi-spectral imager, but the 
satellite also carries an Amateur 
Radio component consisting of a 
2 meter/70 cm FM repeater. 
 
After SumbandilaSat is fully 
commissioned, the repeater will 
be activated with an uplink at 
145.880 MHz and a downlink at 
435.350 MHz; there will also be a 
voice beacon at 435.300 MHz. 
The transponder mode will be 
controlled by a CTCSS tone on 
the uplink frequency. The CTCSS 
tone frequencies have yet to be 
announced. 
 
SumbandilaSat was sponsored by 
the Department of Science and 
Technology and was built at Sun-
Space in cooperation with the 
Stellenbosch University. 
 
In addition to the SA-AMSAT 
amateur module, the satellite car-
ries Stellenbosch University's ra-
diation experiment and software 
defined radio (SDR) project, an 
experiment from Nelson Mandela 
Metropolitan University and a 
VLF radio module from the Uni-
versity of KwaZulu-Natal.

Members, along with the General  Amateur Radio population. This RCARA IRLP Node is temporarily lo-
cated at KQ6UP's QTH in Grand Terrace and will not be accessible to everyone due to topography and dis-
tance.  

Access to Chris's IRLP is very simple. Set your 2 Meter Band radio to  145.770 MHz Sim-
plex  with a PL of 146.2  Hz.  Dial the node or reflector number you are trying to connect to 
on DTMF and 73's to disconnect. For further information on the IRLP System, including 
Node Information, go to  http://www.irlp.net/  . 

Please note that since this is a simplex node commands cannot be issued while it is transmitting. Also, we are 
probably going to need to get a fan on the radio and the PS as they get pretty hot with 100% duty cycle use 
like the shuttle audio or connecting to a busy reflector.
